Guitar Lessons Policy and Agreement

Tuition: Tuition is payable by check or cash to David Carey.   Tuition is due the first lesson of the 4 lesson series.

Text Books and Supplies: All students are required to bring to each lesson a folder of student’s choice to hold music. Based on a student’s age and experience, David will determine which of the following items need to be purchased

Additionally, David will gladly answer questions concerning guitar purchases.

Attendance: Students are expected to arrive on time for their lesson.  If a student is late, the lesson will consist of the remaining time in the originally scheduled lesson.

Generally, several semesters of lessons are required to gain a good working and performance knowledge of the guitar. 

A thirty (30) day notice is required before discontinuing lessons, This allows David time to fill the time slot without experiencing a vacancy. If no 30-day notice is given before discontinuing lessons, full tuition is due for four (4) lessons.

One make-up lesson will be given the last week of each of the fall and spring semesters. During the summer session, one make-up lesson will be allowed for every four (4) lessons purchased. A 24 hour notice is required to cancel a lesson.281-866-8110

Student Responsibilities: Students are required to practice a minimum of four (4) days each week.  Practice sessions should always include a thorough review of the assignment for the week.

Recitals: For those who wish to participate, four (4) recitals are held each year – two in the fall semester and two in the spring semester.  David performs along with the student. Family and friends are invited to attend.

Awards: Award certificates are presented to those students who complete a method book and also to those students who excel on their instrument.

Calendar: Holidays are as follows: Labor Day, October 31st, Thanksgiving, two weeks at Christmas, Klein ISD Spring Break week, Memorial Day, and the first week in July.
