
Policy Piano Studio of Larisa Chernis.
 Studio agrees to teach and student agrees to meet and accept studio policies and requirements to accomplish piano play learning.

Studio Policies, Requirements and Information

The Studio accepts students all ages at all levels, from preschool to adults, and from beginner to college. My piano studio features a complete age-appropriate curriculum that matches the student’s age and level as they advance. 

Curriculum

Lesson Time
Lessons are taught using the combination of Suzuki and traditional methods.

Theory and piano technique are introduced by using musical pieces, games, and personalized instruction during the piano lesson and home practice assignments. 
Parents/Guardians need to be closely involved in the learning process, and available to help their child to learn.  This includes Parents/Guardians of young students, ages 5 to 10, attending classes with the student and taking notes in order to help their child with practice at home.  Parents/Guardians are not expected to participate in the class discussions during the lesson. I recommend that each Parent /Guardian read Nurtured by Love by Shinichi Suzuki, Warner Brothers Publications; ISBN: 0874875846.
For students, age 4 to 6 years, a weekly 30 minutes lesson is offered. For intermediate and advanced students, a weekly 45-minute to one-hour lesson is offered. The longer lesson is necessary for the students to master several pieces during the course of a semester.  Advanced pieces are the showcase of the studio, and all students are frequently invited to perform at festivals and recitals. 
Practice Time

All students are required to play the week’s music assignment daily. Parents must insure that their child practices every day.  Repeated lack of practicing constitutes grounds for dismissal.
For beginners, 30 minutes of daily practice is recommended.  After six months of tutoring, practice time should increase to one hour daily.  Second year students are expected to practice one and one-half to two hours daily.

Music Books

According to their age and level, Larisa will individually choose music materials for each student to promote their musical advancement. 

Lesson Scheduling and Attendance

Lessons are given year round - the year being divided into three semesters: fall, spring, and summer. With holidays, the number of lessons per month may not always be equal; but, each semester includes fifteen private lessons. Your lesson time will be scheduled after the agreement is signed. 
At the end of April ask your teacher about special summer program individually designed for each student. Summer lessons or Summer camp for 5 days of summer practice is mandatory to take. 

 Thirty days notice is required for discontinuing lessons.
Lessons begin at the scheduled time. If a student is late to class, there is no make up time, and the lesson is finished as scheduled.
If you have questions about your child’s lessons or musical development, please do not use the lesson time allotted for your child or other students.  I will gladly answer all questions by e-mail, phone, or by scheduling a personal appointment.

Please have clean hands and short fingernails.  No chewing gum, bare feet, or short shorts are allowed.

If you cannot come to your scheduled lesson, it is your responsibility to inform me about it. Plan all other activities around piano lessons of  your child. Missed lessons are not made up. Tuition payment for a missed lesson is not credited forward. 
 I will try to let you know in advance if I cannot give your lesson at the scheduled time due to an extenuating circumstance.  If I, the teacher, am absent or late, the missed lesson will be made up at a mutually agreeable time at no additional charge.
If a student forgets to bring his textbooks to class, the lesson is not given. No credit for a missed lesson will be given.

In consideration of others, please do not come yourself or bring your child to the lesson if signs of illness are evident (i.e. fever, sneezing, coughing, red eyes, sore throat, etc.) If you should decide to come anyway, I reserve the right to not admit the student to the lesson and cancel the lesson without a make-up.

The Facilities

Silence is essential to the quality of the lesson. Please respect other students’ time.  If you come early, quietly take a seat and wait for the current student to complete the lesson. Children are asked not to run or make noise in the store and teaching area. 

Please turn off all communication devices (pagers, cell phones) when entering the classroom. Talking on the cell phone in the class room is strongly prohibited. Refrain from using the car’s horn when picking up your child.

Memberships and Performances

Recitals and festivals motivate the learning process.  Students participate in two recitals a year - Christmas and Spring.

I strongly recommend that each student register as an affiliate with the Houston Music Teacher Association or the Cypress Creek Music Teacher Association, and additionally participate in the National Guild of Piano Teachers. This enables the student to participate in community musical events outside the studio, such as festivals, auditions, contests, and theory tests. The Student’s Affiliate fee is collected once a year. All fees and registrations are the responsibility of the student and should be paid at least 1 month before the date of event. Teacher collects all those fees. Teacher individually suggests to each student at which event is to participate. 
Tuition costs and Fees

Tuition cost is calculated monthly by number of lessons of following month accordingly Studio calendar and type of lesson given.

Registration fee: 
First year registration fee is paid to The Music Rack. To
secure your time slot in the studio registration fee of $40.00 should be paid at the end of summer practice by continuing students (the latest is last week of July). Registration fee should be paid directly to your piano teacher at the beginning of each academic year beginning from the 2nd year of taking piano lessons.   If the tuition of a new student starts after May, registration fee prorates for the coming new school year. 
Tuition cost must be paid in advance and are due the first day of each month.
Late fee:
 $10.00 Late fee is due after second lesson of each month and must be included by parent, if your payment submitted after due date.
The teacher may refuse to give a lesson, if your payment is not made in proper time and proper amount.
Registration, interview fees, Tuition payments are not refundable.
Changes and Amendments

At discretion of the Studio this agreement may be changed in whole or in 
part, or amended to reflect the Studio's best business practices. Student, parents or guardians will be notified of any changes or amendments immediately and shall respond within a 30-day period if they wish to terminate the agreement. If no response is received within 30 days, the Studio will assume that those changes or amendments are accepted and the agreement will remain in force.
